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Term 2 – 2007 
  New Testament 1 explores God¹s purposes in sending Jesus 

Christ. This course looks at the first three Gospels (Matthew, Mark 
and Luke), particularly Mark. Whether you know your Bible well, or 
you have not got a clue, then this course will be helpful. New 
Testament 1 will bring you face to face with Jesus Christ and 
allow you to make an in formed decision about whether he is 
indeed Lord and King of the World. 
 
There are two aims this course hopes to achieve. First, to give 
students a working knowledge o f the contents and signi ficance of 
the Gospels in order to draw a response both in belief and in 
conduct. Second, to consider some techniques and methods for 
analysing and studying the Gospels (and indeed the Bible as a 
whole). Knowing how to approach the Bible will allow the student to 
understand the Bible for themselves.

How do they help us 
understand the evangelical heritage in which we stand? 
 
The course helps us to explore how Christians respond to God's 
great love when they meet together, and what the life of worship is. 
Prayer Book first looks at what the Bible says about worship and then 
considers why the NT Christians gathered together and what they did 
when they met with one another. It then proceeds to a study of the 
Anglican Prayer books, how and why they came about, the services 
they contain and the modern revisions that have been made.
